	How to get here


Szeged is situated in the South-East of Hungary. It is easily accessible by rail or road from most major Hungarian cities. Budapest, capital city of Hungary is 175 km away.
What to do when you arrive in Budapest?
If you arrive to Hungary's international airport, Budapest Airport, you can reach the city center by various means of transport. Unlike cities such as London though, there's no direct metro link into Budapest. 

Arriving travelers can buy their rail tickets at Tourinform at Terminal 1 from 08.00 to 22.00 or at platform B at the railway station from the ticket vending machine.

The two platforms of the railway station are connected to the Airport Terminal 1 with a pedestrian footbridge equipped with lifts above the clearway. A short pedestrian path of just 200 meters takes the passengers from the terminal to the railway station. Travelers who arrived to Terminal 2A or 2B can travel by bus 200E from there.

It is advisable to choose one of these options because taxis are much more expensive and especially the private taxis apply unregulated prices.
How to get to Szeged
· By train
Trains to Szeged depart from Nyugati Pályaudvar (Western Railway Station) and stop at Budapest Airport too. Travel time to Szeged is 2 hours and 22 minutes. For more information see http://www.elvira.hu

IC train fares: 
First class, single ticket with a compulsory seat reservation: 4.560 HUF
Second class, single ticket with a compulsory seat reservation: 3.720 HUF
You can buy your ticket and seat reservation at the ticket office at the same time. This is what you should say in Hungarian if you are not sure that the cashier understands you in English (for IC-train):
